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Laurine Malengreau comes from a generation of contemporary textile artists inspired by
the rich heritage of the French Aubusson region. Inspired by historical crafts and ancient
traditions, Malengreaus practice explores the Nuno silk technique — an ancient felting
tradition with roots in Central Asia. True to this traditional technique, Malengreau blends
natural wool, mobair, merino fibres and silk by hand. Through a gentle washing process, the
wool fibres open and become meshed with the silk, transforming the separate raw materials
into one lightweight non-woven fabric. Mixing her own colour dyes, Malengreau creates

flowing compositions through softly blending the veil-like layers.
